A. Citizen Comments

a. Mr. Butler asked if there is any news on the Perry Phillips Junkyard? Ms.
Venzie replied that enforcement letters have been sent out and that the
Township is going through the proper steps. The next question on this
property was why is there allowed to be a septic cleaning business on a
superfund site plus a used car lot. Chairman Pfitzenmeyer stated that our
solicitor is looking into all parcels.
